Subject: Potential Ineligibility for HSIP Cycle 8 Funding Due to an Existing Delayed Cycle 5 or Cycle 6 Safety Project


Dear Transportation Partners:

Caltrans is planning a Cycle 8 call-for-projects for the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) in late April 2016 with applications due by the end of July 2016.  This call is expected to provide local agencies around $150 million of federal HSIP funding.

Your agency may be excluded from this funding opportunity as our records indicate that an existing HSIP project listed in the following link, is flagged for not meeting a delivery milestone.

Our policy states that if any flag is not removed before the application due date, an agency will be ineligible to apply for that HSIP funding cycle. Caltrans encourages your agency to take immediate action to clear any delivery flag for your safety project(s). In case that the delivery milestone cannot be met with good faith effort, you must fill out the attached “Delivery Commitment Form” and send it to your District Local Assistance Engineer (DLAE). Upon receiving this form, the DLAE and HQ HSIP program managers will review and evaluate the submitted information.  The HSIP managers will then inform you whether your agency is allowed to apply for Cycle 8 project funding.

Caltrans Division of Local Assistance is committed to facilitating the delivery of your HSIP project(s), and the DLAE will work with your agency to provide guidance and assistance so that your agency can complete your project(s) as soon as possible.
