Examples of Class N steel pipe piling include:
[bookmark: _GoBack]1.	Unfilled pipe piles or CISS piles installed in pile groups of less than 5 piles and designed to develop plastic hinges at displacement demand. A pile group is defined as all piles supporting a single column.
2.	Permanent steel casings shown on the plans that are critical to the strength of Type I shafts.
3.	Permanent steel casings used in Type II shafts supporting single column bents, only if casing contribution to strength of the shaft has been considered in design.
