If a cattle guard is installed at an existing fence, attach the cattle guard to the fence.

You may use an equivalent design consisting of a prefabricated rail assembly and wings supported on a concrete foundation. If you use an equivalent design, the cattle guard must support HS-20 live loading and you must submit the design for acceptance. The Engineer may accept minor variations in dimensions to allow the use of the fabricator's standard methods of fabrication.

The completed cattle guard must bear uniformly on the foundation. The finished grade must not vary more than 1/4 inch from the adjacent roadway surface. Make any adjustment to the roadway surface needed to comply with this tolerance.
