DAMAGES", the last 5 paragraphs are revised as follows:

"The work (except plant establishment work) shall be diligently prosecuted to completion before the expiration of
300 WORKING DAYS.

The Contractor shall pay to the State of California the sum of $ 4400 per day for each day's delay in finishing the
work (except plant establishment work) in excess of the number of working days specified above.

The work (including plant establishment work) shall be diligently prosecuted to completion before the expiration of
425 WORKING DAYS.

The Contractor shall pay to the State of California the sum of $600 per day for each day's delay in completing the
plant establishment work.

In no case will liquidated damages of more than $ 4400 per day be assessed."

Inquiries or questions in regard to this addendum must be communicated as a bidder inquiry and must be
made as noted in the NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS section of the Notice to Contractors and Special
Provisions.

Submit bids in the Proposal and Contract book you now possess. Holders who have already mailed their
book will be contacted to arrange for the return of their book.

Inform subcontractors and suppliers as necessary.
