· Environmental Document – include final signed version 

· Technical Studies

· Should be with project file for consistency and ease of review.  If kept separately, note in the file where they can be found

· Where items are kept separately for confidentiality purposes, note in file where items can be found

· Public and agency comments and responses

· All consultation/coordination documentation

· Air Quality Conformity

· Air Quality interagency consultation

· Section 7

· Section 106

· NEPA/404 concurrence points, etc

· Section 4(f) (coordination with agency with jurisdiction; DOI)

· Section 6002 (Efficient Environmental Review Process)

· RTP/TIP project listings

· Other consultation/coordination (Coastal Commission, Wild & Scenic, etc.)

· Pertinent emails reflecting deliberation, decision support, “hard look”
